I	purchased	Gala	event	tickets,	when	will	I	receive	them?	You	will	not	receive	a	physical	ticket—your	
name	will	be	on	the	guest	list	at	the	event	&	you	will	check	in	at	the	door.	

I	purchased	raffle	tickets,	when	will	I	receive	them?	Basket	raffle	tickets	will	go	to	your	children	or	to	
the	raffle	basket	you	specified	on	the	paper	or	online	form.	If	you	are	not	attending	the	Gala	and	have	
purchased	50/50	or	school-sponsored	raffle	tickets,	the	tickets	will	be	entered	into	the	raffles	for	you.
